The youth are targeted for their huge
potential, self-confidence and ability to change the world. With this motivation, they look for
opportunities to invest their potential, but when they meet failure, their ambition transforms into
frustration that groups use to nourish their own agendas.

We have to fill this vacuum that is being exploited by enemies of humanity by building on the

20 potential of the youth and empowering them to achieve their ambitions. This can be achieved by
making young people immune and equipped with quality education, proper job opportunities and
decent living.

We are in a race to invest in the hearts and minds as well as in the capabilities of the youth. The
ideologies of darkness can reach where armies cannot, as modern communications have provided

25 every voice an opportunity to reach every ear willing to listen.
